SERVICES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1.  Power of Putnam shall be responsible to:

a. Set policies for staff and programs;

2. Members shall be responsible to support the Vision, Mission, and Purposes of Power of Putnam as follows:

Vision:  A community that is united and empowered in its efforts to support the development of emotionally, socially, and economically healthy individuals and families.

Mission:  To unite the diverse elements of Putnam County in an effort to empower individuals, strengthen families and build character and resiliency in its children and youth.

Purposes:

1. To build an infrastructure with broad community support that will increase the ability of the community to address social problems and work together for a stronger, healthier community.

2. To unite and train the community in methods for building into all of its youth Developmental Assets that will increase their strength and resiliency. 

3. To support programs in the community that prevent the onset and reduce the progression of substance abuse and violence. 

4. To build a youth coalition that will engage the young people of the community and empower them to address social problems, including but not limited to substance abuse and violence.

5. To bring the community together in identifying and addressing other social problems that weaken the community.

They shall show support by:

a. Attending a minimum of 1 Power of Putnam meeting annually; 
b. Attending 1 or more POP sponsored trainings or events per year;
c. Assisting with accomplishing POP goals;
d. Helping to ensure clear communication between the member’s sector and Power of Putnam;
