City's ABC Board May Make Training Mandatory

Several Cookeville Stores Sold Alcohol To Minors
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COOKEVILLE, Tenn. -- Cookeville is looking at a different way to help cut back on underage kids buying alcohol. 

The city's Alcohol Beverage Control Board is considering making it mandatory that store clerks and servers undergo special training. Responsible Beverage Service training, or RBS, is currently voluntary. 

Several stores were recently busted for selling alcohol to minors. 

Officials think that if clerks and servers were trained by the same outside company, it would cut back on underage alcohol sales. 

Any ordinance drafted would have to be approved by the City Council and the city manager. 
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
